This month’s conversation is around virtual collaboration. We will present two 
models of virtual collaboration (Adobe Connect & 2nd Life) and spend the 
afternoon discussing implications, pros & cons, and applications. 

Adobe Acrobat Connect Pro 7 – Many organizations are now using this tool 
to deliver virtual classes and  self-paced courses.  Compelling courses can be 
designed and delivered relatively quickly.  Doug Tapken will demonstrate how 
Next IT uses Adobe Connect’s virtual classroom and discuss the other features 
of this product suite. 

Second Life – Faculty from two of Gonzaga’s Leadership graduate programs 
are experimenting/practicing with a virtual collaborative tool called Second Life. 
Chris Francovich will demonstrate the application and describe how this tool is 
currently being used. We will take a virtual tour of  the ‘Summer Palace’ and the 
Conviviencia Institute that Michael Lieberman Carey has founded. The 
implications of this technology on organizations will be tremendous.  Currently 
there are numerous initiatives underway across the globe related to training, 
customer service, leadership development, and virtual meetings. 

This conversation will be ‘lightly facilitated’ by members of ASTD’s shared 
leadership team. We will do two short presentations and then break into small 
groups to talk.  The session will end with a full group debrief and review of what 
we learned.
